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ABSTRACT

The National Character Education Movement is an important national agenda in realizing a character of Indonesian society. This agenda was also developed in schools through strengthening character education with its main base now is the 2013 curriculum. As a compulsory subject, the history curriculum also applies in Vocational Schools. Of course, Vocational School as a vocational concentration school has its own characteristics considering that during this learning orientation is on productive learning. The purpose of this study is to find out: 1) the reality of the implementation of integrated character education programs with historical subjects in     Vocational High Schools, 2) what are the barriers to the implementation of integrated character education with subjects, and 3) efforts made in the implementation of integrated character education programs with history subjects in SMK.
     This study uses evaluation research with quantitative and qualitative approaches. The population of this study is SMK in DIY. While the research sample is 6 Vocational High Schools in DIY with criteria of high, medium and low. Data sources are principals, teachers, and students. Data collection techniques using questionnaire techniques, interviews, and observations. Data analysis using quantitative descriptive analysis techniques, and descriptive qualitative techniques.
     The results of the study show that: 1) the character education program at SMK Negeri 1 Yogyakarta is an integrated program in various activities both curricular and extracurricular; 2) obstacles in the implementation of character education at Yogyakarta State Vocational High School are learning systems, not yet optimal understanding of teachers and employees,) students' lack of understanding of the importance of character education, and lack of media, equipment, and supporting programs so that the implementation of character education in less optimal class; 3) the efforts made by the school in the implementation of character education are the establishment of a character education monitoring team, teachers are required to carry out assessments concerning the character of the spiritual and social aspects on an ongoing basis; the evaluation of the development of character education is based on the results of teacher assessment, intensive socialization of teachers, employees, and students regarding character education programs through curricular and extracurricular activities, and the school works on supporting devices for the implementation of character education programs.
