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ABSTRACT

The quality of a final project (Thesis) for a master program student is when the overall technical, linguistic, and substance requirements meet the requirements of the thesis writing. There are rules that must be fulfilled by students in the preparation of the thesis, both concerning the introductory chapter, theory, methodology, results, and conclusions. The purpose of this study is to find out: 1) how the quality of the thesis of the students of the S-2 Study Program of Education in UNY PPs so far, 2) how the students were wrong in writing the thesis of the Graduate School of History Education in UNY PPs, 3) what factors it only affects the quality of the thesis of students of the S-2 Study Program in the History of Education in UNY.
     This research method uses qualitative and quantitative research with a descriptive approach. While the strategy used considering that the research has been planned in detail in the proposal before the researcher enters the field, the suitable strategy is embedded research. The research subject is the 2014-2016 student thesis which has been written. The sample will use purposive sampling by clustering students with high, medium, and low GPAs. The steps are 1) collecting resources through multi techniques); 2) reduce data in order to simplify and categorize data; 3) presenting data in the form of qualitative and quantitative descriptions; 4) draw conclusions and 5) compile research reports, and formulate recommendations for improvement based on the results of the study.
     In general, the thesis is of sufficient quality supported by several factors, namely: 1) the existence of courses supporting the thesis writing, namely research methodology courses in education, statistics, thesis proposals, thesis proposal seminars, scientific writing techniques, and thesis. The course is very supportive for writing a quality thesis; 2) students understand the thesis writing guide with various variants of the methodology; 3) the thesis guidance by the lecturer is quite optimal, the reviewer process by the reviewer thesis appointed by the director; 4) thesis final examination process that presents examiners examiners in accordance with their fields. Errors in the writing of the thesis are found in general technical aspects, namely: 1) preliminary writing, 2) literature review, 3) writing methodology chapters, and 4) writing conclusions. In addition there are also common mistakes concerning: 1) the error of writing punctuation, 2) paragraph writing errors where 1 paragraph 1 sentence is found, 3) SPOK sentence writing errors, 4) writing errors that correspond to spelling, and 5) error in writing bibliography. The errors in writing this thesis are caused by several factors, namely: 1) some students are less serious in studying the thesis writing guidebook, 2) less optimal in participating in thesis supporting lectures, 3) less optimal guidance with thesis supervisors, 4) process reviewers who are not maximal, so inputs are limited to technical issues.
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
